Ordinance Authorizing the Establishment of Temporary Traffic Control Zones
Trustee Geary moved to Approve an Ordinance Authorizing the Establishment of
Temporary Traffic Control Zones. Trustee Paluch seconded the motion.

Chief Rollins explained that upon his review the Code of Ordinances and realized that
there is no ability for the Village to establish such temporary traffic zones that address
special conditions, community / private events, an event such as construction, an
unforeseen event, or when an emergency exists so that the existing standard regulation
may create a temporary hazard.

This ordinance will also assist staff in promoting safe movement of vehicular, bicycle,
pedestrian traffic, as well as, establishing parking restrictions through the use of
temporary traffic zones at other community events such as; the Corn Boil, Parades, and
5k runs, etc. The ordinance gives the Public Works Director and/or the Police Chief the
authority to establish and set time limits on a temporary traffic zones when needed.

DISCUSSION ITEMS
Special Use for a Day Care and Rezoning— Village Bible Church

Community Development Director Magdziarz stated that the property at 847 N Sugar Grove
Parkway (Village Bible Church) is requesting reclassification of their property in order to
proceed with a Special Use request for Child Daycare use at this location. One Day at a
Time Preschool began operating a Child Daycare facility in the Church building last summer
without a Special Use Permit. The Zoning Ordinance does not allow Child Daycare facilities
within the R-2 detached residential zoning district. The Zoning Ordinance only allows Child
Daycare facilities by Special Use within the R-3 medium density zoning district. Rezoning
to R-3 medium density residential is necessary for the applicant to proceed to the Special
Use process.

Earlier this year, the Community Development Department received a complaint that a child
daycare facility was being operated at 847 N Sugar Grove Parkway. Child daycare facilities
are not permitted in the current R-2 zoning district assigned to this property. Although Village
Bible Church was granted a Special Use in 2006 for the Church, the Special Use cannot be
extended to include Child Daycare without specific approval.

The request is for Special Use to permit both the existing Church to continue operations
(with the reclassification of the property) and to permit the addition of a Child Daycare facility
at this location.

The Board reviewed the information presented and approved of the Rezoning and Special
Use moving forward. Staff is to work with VBC on their overflow parking issues.

Amending the Settlers Ridge PDD — Coast Oak

Community Development Director explained that the Village Board last discussed this
matter at the April 4, 2017 meeting during which a number of issues were identified and
discussed. There was interest in establishing some level of monotony control for the
new homes to be constructed, which Pulte Homes was agreeable to provide.

In the end, the Board expected a few changes to the elevations and building
appearance of the models proposed by Pulte Homes. Specifically, the roof shingles
should be architectural, the roof eaves should match the prevailing standard in Settlers
Ridge and not be less than 12-inches, and there needs to be a minimum number of
homes with brick on the front elevation.
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The Board also requested specifics about the models that will be constructed for the
model home sales area and the initial speculative homes to be constructed. This
specific information was transmitted to the Board in separate correspondence.

With respect to the minimum masonry requirement, Pulte proposes to make available a
brick option for every elevation style. This does not guarantee a minimum number of
homes with brick but it increases choice and option for buyers. Pulte is confident their
salespeople can up-sell this option in Settlers Ridge based on their experiences in other
new home communities.

With respect to the roof overhang, the prevailing standard in Settlers Ridge is 6-inches
except eaves (the lowest roof overhang) are 12-inches. The Italianate style is the
exception where the roof overhang is 24-inches on all sides, but this is unique to this
architectural style and is not a style being proposed by Pulte. Pulte will conform to the
standard established in Settlers Ridge.

Since there is no way to control the quality of color reproductions, particularly copies of
a copy, the color building elevations and the color packages are referenced in the
Resolution but an official copy of both will be kept on file in the Community
Development office for public inspection.

The Board reviewed the changes as made and approved.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Ms. McCannon asked that the Village consider spraying for dandelion in Entrance Park.
She also expressed her disappointment in the Board for their lack of decorum.

REPORTS

The upcoming NCAA and he need to notify resident and businesses was discussed and staff
was asked to get the word out regarding a possible increase in traffic.
