The meeting of the Sugar Grove Planning Commission / Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Ochsenschlager in the Village Hall Board meeting room.

3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

No minutes were presented for approval.

4. PUBLIC HEARING 
A. Petition 16-001: Manufactured Home Moratorium Extension
Applicant: 
Village of Sugar Grove
Chairman Ochsenschlager called the public hearing to order.  The Applicant was sworn in.  The Applicant explained that the Village Board established the moratorium on issuing zoning and building permits for manufactured homes in the Village in February 2016.  The moratorium was set to expire 180 days following its establishment.  Since the establishment of the moratorium, Village staff has been conducting research concerning regulating manufactured homes.  This effort has proven to be more complex than anticipated and the regulations will not be prepared, hearing held, and adopted before the moratorium expires in August 2016.

B. Petition 16-003: Zoning Ordinance amendment--penalties

Chairman Ochsenschlager reopened the public hearing.  Applicant explained the purpose of the amendment is to remove the minimum fine for zoning violations.  The Village Board asked Village staff to prepare recommendations for dealing with willful violators of the Zoning Ordinance and Building Codes and allowing the Community Development 
Director to assess fines based on the nature of the violations was deemed an appropriate approach.

Chairman Ochsenschlager closed the public hearing on petition 16-003.  
C. Petition 16-007: Zoning Ordinance amendments—Temporary Uses, Micro Antennas & Off-Site Parking
Applicant: 
Village of Sugar Grove
Chairman Ochsenschlager called the public hearing to order.  The Applicant was sworn in.  Applicant explained the purpose of the proposed amendment to the temporary uses and structures section is to clear the way for the adoption of a new Special Events regulations and permit procedures that would be adopted outside the Zoning Ordinance in the Village Code.  Temporary uses would remain in the Zoning Ordinance but the process and requirements for a permit would be addressed in the Special Event regulations.  
The Applicant explained the purpose of the micro antenna amendment is a response to changing technology.  Micro antennas can be placed virtually anywhere and unlike cell towers do not require land area since their footprints are so small, and they can be affixed to all types of structures.
The Applicant explained the purpose of the off-site parking amendment is to provide an option that does not currently exist in the Zoning Ordinance.  The proposed amendment would permit a use to provide all or some of its required off-street parking on property other than that on which the use is located.

A. Petition 16-001: 
Manufactured Home Moratorium Extension

After brief discussion by the Planning Commissioners, a motion was made by Commissioner Eckert and seconded by Commissioner Guddendorf to recommend to the Village Board approval of a 180 day extension to the current moratorium on issuing zoning and building permits for manufactured homes in the Village.

Petition 16-003: Zoning Ordinance amendment--penalties

Commissioners queried the Applicant about the discretion the amendment would leave for the Community Development Director in assessing fines for violations.  The Applicant assured the Commission that the only purpose of the amendment is to enable the Village to penalize willful violators severely.  Discussion ensued.

A motion was made by Commissioner Jones and seconded by Commissioner Wilson to recommend the Village Board approve the Zoning Ordinance amendment pertaining to penalties for violating the Zoning Ordinance.

The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
C.
Petition 16-007:  Zoning Ordinance amendments—Temporary Uses, Micro Antennas & Off-Site Parking

Commissioners discussed the proposed amendments at great length.  Commissioners agreed to add to the temporary use amendment recreational vehicle occupancy for remodeling or recovery purposes; and, changing the permitted duration of Christmas tree sales to 45 days.  In the micro antennas amendment, Commissioners asked the Village Attorney to make certain there is a provision for removal of the antennas.  In the off-site parking amendment, Commissioners asked that a maximum distance be established for off-site parking.

A motion was made by Commissioner Gudendorf and seconded by Commissioner Jones to recommend the Village Board approve the Zoning Ordinance amendment pertaining to temporary uses, micro antennas, and off-site parking.

The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
