A. Petition 16-008: 
Minor Amendment for College Corner PUD

Applicant: 
Elferno, LLC
W. Magdziarz provided a brief explanation of the matter for consideration.  The Applicant has made several minor changes to the approved College Corner PUD plan, specifically removing the fast food restaurant component and adding a second fuel pump island for diesel fuel on the corner side of the building.  Additionally, the Applicant is requesting a Special Accessory Use for outdoor display of merchandise on the sidewalk in front of the convenience store.  The proposed changes do not change the use of the property or increase the intensity of development.  However, the addition of the second fuel island canopy is a sufficient change to cause the minor PUD amendment process.
The Applicant, Rocky Zaiter and his architect, Ron Ambrose described the building uses, the features of the site plan, traffic circulation, particularly trucks, signs and landscaping.  There was discussion about the appearance of the two fuel island canopies and the Planning Commission was generally satisfied with the renderings presented by the Applicant.  Discussion ensued.

Motion by J. Eckert, seconded by B. Sabo, to approve the minor PUD amendment for College Corner PUD as presented, and approve the Special Accessory Use permit for outdoor display of merchandise on the sidewalk in front of the convenience store on Lot 41.  A chorus of ayes followed.  There were no dissenters.  Motion passed.
